Sewer Moratorium Update 
 The appeal of the approval of Coopers-

burgôs Corrective Action Plan (CAP) is still 

awaiting judgment before the Pennsylvania 

Environmental Hearing Board.  The CAP is 

the PA Department of Environmental Protec-

tionôs approved method to analyze and repair 

leaks in the Boroughôs sewer system.  These 

leaks lead to infiltration of ground water into 

the sewer system and increase user costs. The 

hearing has been awaiting judgment since be-

ing appealed by the Upper Saucon Township 

Municipal Authority in January of 2007. The 

Route 309 Widening Construction 
 The long-anticipated Route 309 widening 

project is continuing along its scheduled time-

line for the 2008 construction season. As of 

this writing, PennDOT has selected a probable 

let date of July 18, 2008 for the contracts. The 

project will encompass the area from the Bor-

ough border at the Giant Shopping center to 

the hill on the Boroughôs south side.  This sec-

tion is the last of the highway improvements 

to the Route 309 corridor that stretches from 

Route 78 to Quakertown.   

 The project is in the final design stage, 

with construction slated to begin in September 

of 2008.  The widening will make the road-

way much safer by providing  left turning 

lanes at several intersections.  Left turns will 

not be permitted from Oxford and State 

Streets onto Route 309.  The project is antici-

pated to take two full construction seasons to 

complete.

Many 

children have broken a bone or emerged with a 

bump on the head after tripping over uneven 

sidewalks, hoses that are left unraveled across 

a walkway, exposed roots around trees or even 

weeds that haven't been covered with soil.  

Overgrown plants can block the view of the 

road and oncoming traffic.  Scan your yard for 

poison ivy or oak and remove it.

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Zoning and Building Guidelines 
Permits are required in Coopersburg when: 

1. Constructing a new building. 

2. Making structural alterations or repairs. 

3. Adding new structures, additions or dwelling units. 

4. Installing fences, sheds, swimming pools, patios, park-

ing lots, and driveways. 

5. Installing or replacing plumbing fixtures. 

6. Moving, razing, or relocating a building. 

 

Applications may be obtained at the Borough offices during 

normal business hours and should include the following 

information. 

1. Basic information, description of proposed construc-

tion /alteration. 

2. Estimated costs. 

3. Type of occupancy (present and future uses). 

4. Name, address and telephone number of owner, con-

tractor and authorized agent. 

5. A plot plan drawn to scale indicating lot dimensions, 

building setbacks and dimensions, proposed construc-

tion location, existing structures and all other impervi-

ous surfaces.  

6. Two sets of building plans, showing a floor layout, 

structural details of proposed construction, blueprints 

showing footings, foundations, framing, etc. and a cer-

tificate of insurance from the contractor performing the 

work. 

 

General Building Code Guidelines: 

1. All permits must be obtained and fees paid prior to 

starting work.  The fees are based upon type, size and 

cost of construction.  

2. The Code Enforcement Officer requires twenty four 

(24) hours notice for all inspections.  

3. The contractor is responsible for notifying the Code 

Office for all inspections. 

4. Permit Cards must be visibly displayed and visible from 

the street.  

5. Applicant is responsible for obtaining the necessary 

electrical inspections and approvals. 

6. Permit fees are not refundable.
