As you probably know, our goal throughout the years has been to acquire that symbol of our
heritage. We appreciate the preliminary good efforts of Ken Mohr, but there will be a lot of
follow-up needed.

The Cooper homestead at 600 S. Main Street became famous for the annual Jersey Cattle Sales,
nationally and internationally. During those events, the town was filled with buyers from all over the
globe. The Linden Grove Sales Pavilion across the street from the house was constructed to allow sales
to continue during inclement weather. The Pavilion's unique open structure and its significance to the
area have helped put on the National Register of Historic Places. Here are some old newspaper articles:

“BIG SALE OF JERSEY CATTLE” from Pennsburg Town and Country newspaper - June 4, 1904

The annual sale of imported Jersey cattle of T.S. COOPER, the importer, was
held on his Linden Grove Farm at Coopersburg on Monday. There were buyers
present from all sections of the Union and the sale proved a great success.
Ninety

head of cattle were brought into the ring and sold. The average price realized
was $488.72 and the total for the sale amounted to $44,460. One cows was sold
for $3600. This cow is said to be the finest that ever left the island of
Jersey.

“PAVILION FOR HIS SALES” from Town and Country Newspaper, Pennsburg,PA Saturday
- March 11, 1905 : T.S. COOPER, proprietor of the Linden Grove Stock Farm, at
Coopersburg, is hauling stones and making preparations to build a large pavilion,
under which to hold his public sales in future years.
